Sports floors are classified into 3 categories:

[J Point-elastic floors such as Taraflex® sports floors.

u Area-elastic floors such as sprung wooden floors.

E Combined floors, providing a combination of point-elastic and area-elastic floor features.

The objective of the European sport standards EN 14904 is to draw attention to the necessity of installing safe,
comfortable floors. The purpose of a sports floor is to minimise the force of impact on the body and reduce the

risk of long-term injury. This property is called safety and is measured by shock absorption.

EN 14904 determines shock absorption classes for all floors. A floor needs to provide minimum 25% shock

absorption to be considered a sports floor.
